All members of the South Bay Volleyball Club must follow the following guidelines.  Please 
read this carefully to understand the commitment required by the players and their parents. 
 
TEAM ASSI GN MEN T: 
¥ Will be determined by the coaching staff on a continual basis.  Players may be moved to another team if 

necessary. 
 
PRACTI CES: 
¥ All practices are mandatory unless sick  
¥ Be on time for all practices. 
¥ Challenge yourself and your teammates by working hard. 
¥ Understand your role on the team and strive to fulfill it. 
 
TOURN AMEN TS: 
¥ All tournaments are mandatory. 
¥ Be on time to all tournaments. 
¥ The coach will determine playing time.  Positions and playing time are earned. 
¥ The team comes first.  Understand your role and strive to fulfill it. 
¥ Attending the Junior Olympics or Volleyball Festival is mandatory. 
  
TIME CONFLI CTS: 
¥ Make time for schoolwork. 
¥ Take care of injuries and illnesses. 
¥ SBVC must be a priority.  Other club sports must not conflict with SBVC activities. 
 
CON CERN S/ PROBLEMS: 
¥ Deal with them maturely. 
¥ Talk with the coach first. 
¥ Confer with your parents and attempt to find a working solution. 
¥ I f  a solution cannot be met, then talk with divisional Head Coach. 
 
PAREN TS: 
¥ Support your daughterÕs commitments as stated above. 
¥ Work together with the coach to understand the program. 
¥ Help your daughter to understand her commitment to the team. 
¥ Show support by attending matches often. 
¥ Provide transportation to practices and tournaments. 
¥ Help with over night chaperone duties. 
¥ Show respect to team members, opponents, coaches and officials. 
¥ Follow USVBA & SCVA guidelines. 
¥ I f  a problem arises and your daughter needs assistance in solving it, PLEASE remember not to approach 

the coach at a tournament or practice.  Call the coach at home or set up an appointment with coach, club 
director or head coach to rationally discuss the problem.
